tional rugby competitions. Many of the
players began their rugby careers when
there was no money and no sponsor-
ship, playing for the love of the sport.
Their love of the game and dedication
to the Classic Eagles, founded in 1986,
help promote and promulgate the ide-
als associated with rugby: competi-
tion, comraderie, companionship and
tradition. The team hosts international

matches against touring teams such as

the Classic All Blacks from New Zealand,
the Classic Lions, and the Classic Cana-
dians; plays in the annual World Rugby
Classic in Bermuda; and has been invit-
ed to participate in the Legends Festival
in Durban, SA in 2009.

The Classic Eagles also raise
the profile of rugby in America by giv-
ing back to the sport. The team spon-
sored the USA Under-19 team’s trip to
South Africa in 2002, the USA National
7-a-side team to the Hong Kong 7’s, the
USA development team to Hawaii, and
the development camps to select and
train the US National 7-a-side team. The
Classic Eagles are also involved in the
US Rugby Foundation and many local
community developmental

rugby programs.
